Did Eilat Mazar Find David's Palace in
Jerusalem?

The article contains a brief historical overview of research in the city
of David over the past hundred years and analyzes the methodology of
Eilat Mazar applied in the course of her excavations in this area. Various
interpretations of the Stepped Stone Structure and the Large Stone Struc-
ture that are the key objects of the city of David are considered, the prob-
lem of identifying the biblical object called Millo is described, and the
most interesting bulls found during the excavations are mentioned. It is
concluded that the method “from the Bible to archaeology” is incorrect in
this case. The reverse method “from archaeology to the Bible” demon-
strates the correspondence of the archaeological context to the biblical
description as a whole, but it does not allow us to say with confidence that
the building found there was the palace of King David indeed.
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
