tament Theology

The article deals with the problem of the relationship between the
theology of wisdom literature and the theology of the rest of the Old Tes-
tament. There is a reason of this work is to reveal to what extent the the-
ology of wisdom literature corresponds to the general consensus of Old
Testament theology, how much the wisdom literature shares the theologi-
cal concepts that are contained in the rest of the Old Testament and what
is its difference. Since it has long been noted that the wisdom writings do
not pay attention to the key ideas of Old Testament theology (the history
of salvation, the Covenant, the Temple, Exodus, etc.) most Western
scholars agree that the Old Testament wisdom does not fit into the biblical
theological context . However, to date enough convincing attempts have
been made to reveal common places (fear of the Lord, theology of crea-
tion, anthropocentricity, etc.) that unite these two parts of the Old Testa-
ment, and therefore there is reason to talk about the possibility of includ-
ing scriptures of wisdom in the Old Testament theology .
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
